
DMS Integration For KeyLogix

How The System Works

A XP Professional PC (A dedicated PC for pulling data) is required by the customer in order to configure the integration, and allow for maintenance of the scripts and data. The term “dedicated” is used because for the first two days the PC will be used during business hours in order to install and configure the required software for the integration. No dealer employee will be able to use this PC. Additionally, every month or so they will take control of the XP PC in order to update or modify the scripts during business hours. 

Furthermore, the XP PC needs to be on the same network as they key machine and must have a static IP. This PC also has  to have DMS software on it, so that it can access the DMS (ADP, R&R, etc.). 

To transfer inventory from the DMS to the keymachine, two options are available: 

1) The XP system can log onto DMS, and pull either screen shots of inventory from DMS, or run a report that allows the XP machine to pull all inventory data. This option requires a username and password / DMS software on XP machine since it will be logging into the DMS with the customer-created account. The account must contain access to inventory and reports in the DMS. 

2) If the dealer does not wish to provide a user name and password, another option is a .csv file with inventory information. This info is then parsed, and sent in proper format to key machine. This option requires a properly formatted .csv file to be accessible from the XP machine, and MUST be in the following format:
